1.Remove and disconnect the originalhead unit.

2.Connect the 12way molex connector of the head unitpatch lead (supplied
separately) to the interface.

3.Connect the opposite end of head unitpatch lead to the head unitsteering
wheel control input on the back of the aftermarket head unit.

NB:Thismaybe a 3.5mmjack plug or a wire input depending upon the head unitbrand
being fitted. Please see the head unit installationmanual for furtherinformation on
where to connect.

Important: Thisstep mustbe completed before connecting power to the interface. Failure
to sodo may resultin no steering wheel control function.

5. Connect the male power/speaker ISOharnessto the female power/speaker I[ISOhar-
nessfrom the aftermarket head unit. Foraftermarket head unitswithout an ISO
connector, please referto “Wiring Colour Codes” on Pg.2.
